2. Health Care System Workgroup Update

The Health Care System workgroup has identified many projects that are being undertaken by the individual health care systems that have been modified to have a focus on 80205. Additionally, we have identified one tandem project that will be adopted by all of the health system partners and has the potential for expansion into other businesses.  We are seeking to partner with Parent Possible to initiate a project called Vroom.  A description of Vroom is attached. We hope that other businesses can join in posting these positive, brain-building messages so that parents have the possibility of encountering these ideas multiple times in a day.
